Officially sanctioned by the NHL and the Toronto
Maple Leafs, Breakfast with Scot represents the first
time a professional sports league has allowed their
logo and uniforms to be used in a gay-themed movie.
During production, in an interview with the Toronto
Star, Cavanagh said: “You hawve to give full credit to the
IHL and the Leafs for signing on.”

In the New York Times, Bernadette Mansur, execu-
tive director for the NHL Foundation said, “From our
standpoint, this is about a modern family helping to
raise a young boy. There was no intention for this to
be a political statement, but having said that, we're
not going to back down.”
